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Abstract Data Types

• “Abstract data type” (ADT) is defined as

– A set of values.

– A set of operations on those values.

• In other words — something that stores data (in an unknown form) and

provides a standard interface for dealing with it.
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Stack ADT

• Value — list of elements.

• Operations — push, pop, “empty?”

• Implementing this? might be a good example of

– Defining a (generic) interface.

– Writing a class to implement it (using arrays — for, um, fun? practice?).

– Working with exceptions.
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Queue ADT

• Value — list of elements.

• Operations — enqueue, dequeue, “empty?”

• We could implement similarly to what we did for stacks . . .
