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Your heading must include your name, class-period, my name, the due date, and your paper title. You don’t need a final title, just something that shows what your paper is about.

Hit enter and then tab to change from the roman numerals to letters and shift-tab when you want to switch back. 





You should have at least two details for each topic. If you can only think of one, you need to rethink what your paragraph is saying. Each topic will be one or two paragraphs.  





Each new topic or detail or extra should begin with a capital letter. 





A works cited page shows the reader where you found your information. This way they know that you’re not just making it up, and you’re not claiming someone else’s ideas as your own, which is plagiarism!





Take the information about the books and other sources from your bibliography cards and put it here. Alphabetize them by the first word in the bibliography, and only include the sources you use in your paper.  





If the information takes two lines, you must indent the second one.
